Applied Interdisciplinary Design (AID)

LeeAnne Kristmanson, Principal of Burnaby South Secondary School, introduced
Kent Lui, a science teacher at Burnaby South, and Doreen Leo, a post-secondary
design educator. Mr. Lui and Ms Leo described the components of the AID
course that brings together skills in science, technology, engineering, art and
mathematics. Students Anthony Yuen and Clarissa Martins shared with Trustees
their experience with the course and some of the design projects they had
completed.

Computer Networking Technician (CNT) Program

Ms Kristmanson introduced Eddie Wong, a teacher at Burnaby South and a Cisco
Networking academy instructor. Mr. Wong gave an overview of the CNT pro-
gram that is a district Industry Certification Program hosted at Burnaby South.

Students Jayrick Radaza (Burnaby Mountain) and
Emilio Flores (Burnaby South) shared with Trustees highlights of the program
and details of their work experience.
