1. Moscrop Secondary School BC Hydro Statutory Right of Way Bylaw, 2020 

 

As outlined in the Buildings and Grounds Committee Report, BC Hydro is upgrading the 

electrical service at Moscrop Secondary School. Prior to completing the work, BC Hydro 

requires a Statutory Right of Way that will include their standard agreement form. The 

granting of the right of way will not interfere with the Board’s use of the property for 

educational purposes. 

 

The Buildings and Grounds Committee has reviewed the request for the statutory right of 

way and recommends approval by the Board of Education.
